A business benefactor is a company that makes a donation of $100 to be used towards the concert series. The 
business benefactor will be listed in our printed concert day program/schedule and on our web site in recognition for 
their support.

A business concert Co-Sponsor is a business/company that makes a donation of $500 to be used towards the concert 
series. With this level of donation, the sponsor is offered a dedicated page on our web site or a link to your existing 
website. In addition, the concert co-sponsor is listed in our printed concert programs/schedules and other 
promotional materials as a “co-sponsor” of a specific event. These materials are disseminated to concert-goers and  
on display throughout the year in strategic locations throughout Florham Park. Lastly, the co-sponsor is named in the 
local newspaper (Florham Park Eagle) and the Florham Park TV community channel during the week the co-sponsored 
act is performing.

The highest level of sponsorship is that of a business/company who elects to sponsor one of our concerts. This level of 
sponsorship is afforded the same benefits mentioned above with three major additions. First, the sponsor is publicly 
recognized during the opening of the specific concert as the sole sponsor of the event.  Secondly, the sponsor is 
recognized in weekly newspaper articles (Florham Park Eagle) and the Florham Park TV community channel for the 
duration of the season (usually 8 weeks). A concert sponsor may also provide the Gazebo Committee with business-
specific printed advertisements/promotional materials such as signs & banners for display on the day of the 
sponsored concert.  Lastly, the sponsor can provide the Gazebo Committee with coupons or flyers for dissemination 
throughout the audience; a great way to drive customers to your business. Concerts generally range between $ 2,000 -
$ 5,000, depending on the artist you want to be associated with.
